Dr. Saleh left behind his wife of 50 years, Mimi (Mahassen Ghobriel), sons

Dr. Saleh completed his medical studies at the University of Cairo in Egypt. In
1959, he left for North America, first settling in Cleveland, OH, where he trained
in general surgery, and then in Ottawa, ON, where he trained in urology.
